NEW CAMPER: An assessment is required for all new potential campers. The information you provide on this form will be used to assess if your exceptional citizen is eligible to attend EC Week; EC Week’s Head Staff will contact you if they have any questions. If you have special comments or remarks concerning your exceptional citizen, please use the back of this form. Once we determine your exceptional citizen is eligible and when space allows, we will send you a comprehensive camper application to complete and submit. Every effort is made to invite all new campers as quickly as possible. Selected campers should receive applications by February of each year.


RETURNING CAMPER: EC Week’s Head Staff will make every effort to re-invite your camper on a revolving basis as space becomes available. There is no need to update this assessment form if you want to remain on the EC Week Camper List.


RETURNING CAMPER – HARDSHIP/SPECIAL CIRCUMSTANCES: If you would like to request that your camper attend a specific year due to a special circumstance or hardship, please complete and submit this form; include specific comments on the back of this form. EC Week’s Head Staff will review these hardship cases throughout that specific year and will send a comprehensive camper application if space allows.
